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Gospel Reading                         (Sparks Bible pg 454)  Mark 11:1-11 
 

Jesus enters Jerusalem 
 

1When they were approaching Jerusalem, at Bethphage and Bethany, near the Mount of 

Olives, [Jesus] sent two of his disciples 2and said to them, “Go into the village ahead of you, 

and immediately as you enter it, you will find tied there a colt that has never been ridden; untie 

it and bring it. 3If anyone says to you, ‘Why are you doing this?’ just say this, ‘The Lord needs 

it and will send it back here immediately.’ ” 4They went away and found a colt tied near a door, 

outside in the street. As they were untying it, 5some of the bystanders said to them, “What are 

you doing, untying the colt?” 6They told them what Jesus had said; and they allowed them to 

take it. 7Then they brought the colt to Jesus and threw their cloaks on it; and he sat on it. 8Many 

people spread their cloaks on the road, and others spread leafy branches that they had cut in the 

fields. 9Then those who went ahead and those who followed were shouting, 

 “Hosanna! 

  Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord! 

  10Blessed is the coming kingdom of our ancestor David! 

 Hosanna in the highest heaven!” 

  11Then he entered Jerusalem and went into the temple; and when he had looked around at 

everything, as it was already late, he went out to Bethany with the twelve.

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God Speaks to Us in the Word 

First Reading                           Isaiah 50:4-9a 

Lector:  A reading from Isaiah, Chapter 50: 
 

The image of the servant of God is one of the notable motifs in the book of Isaiah. Today’s 

reading describes the mission of the servant, whom early Christians associated with Jesus.  

Like Jesus, the servant does not strike back at his detractors but trusts in God’s steadfast love. 

 

 4The Lord GOD has given me 

  the tongue of a teacher, 

 that I may know how to sustain 

  the weary with a word. 

 Morning by morning he wakens— 

  wakens my ear 

  to listen as those who are taught. 

 5The Lord GOD has opened my ear, 

  and I was not rebellious, 

  I did not turn backward. 

 6I gave my back to those who struck me, 

  and my cheeks to those who pulled out the beard; 

 I did not hide my face 

  from insult and spitting. 

 

 7The Lord GOD helps me; 

  therefore I have not been disgraced; 

 therefore I have set my face like flint, 

  and I know that I shall not be put to shame; 

  8he who vindicates me is near. 

 Who will contend with me? 

  Let us stand up together. 

 Who are my adversaries? 

  Let them confront me. 

 9aIt is the Lord GOD who helps me; 

  who will declare me guilty?

  my strength fails me because of affliction, and my bones are consumed. 

 11I am the scorn of all my enemies, a disgrace to my neighbors, a dismay to my 

 acquaintances; 

  when they see me in the street they avoid me. 

 12Like the dead I am forgotten, out of mind; 

  I am as useless as a broken pot.  

 13For I have heard the whispering of the crowd; fear is all around; 

  they put their heads together against me; they plot to take my life. 

 14But as for me, I have trusted in you, O LORD. 

  I have said, “You are my God. 

 15My times are in your hand; 

  rescue me from the hand of my enemies, and from those who persecute me. 

 16Let your face shine up- on your servant;

Second Reading        Philippians 2:5-11 

Lecter: A reading from Philippians, Chapter 2 

 

Christ did not act to attain status and glory but was obedient to God even to the point of death. 

Following Christ’s example, we do not seek personal status or glory but care for others as God 

cared for us in Christ’s death. 
 

5Let the same mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus, 

 6who, though he was in the form of God, 

  did not regard equality with God 

  as something to be exploited, 

 7but emptied himself, 

  taking the form of a slave, 

  being born in human likeness. 

 And being found in human form,

  and became obedient to the point of death— 

  even death on a cross.

17When it was evening, he came with the twelve. 18And when they had 

taken their places and were eating, Jesus said, “Truly I tell you, one of you 

will betray me, one who is eating with me.” 19They began to be distressed 

and to say to him one after another, “Surely, not I?” 20He said to them, “It 

is one of the twelve, one who is dipping bread into the bowl with me. 21For 

the Son of Man goes as it is written of him, but woe to that one by whom 

the Son of Man is betrayed! It would have been better for that one not to 

have been born.” 
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  22While they were eating, he took a loaf of bread, and after blessing it 

he broke it, gave it to them, and said, “Take; this is my body.”

Gethsemane (Sparks Bible pg 468) Mark 14:32-42 

 
 2They went to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to his disciples, 

“Sit here while I pray.” 33He took with him Peter and James and John, 

and began to be distressed and agitated. 34And he said to them, “I am 

deeply grieved, even to death; remain here, and keep awake.” 35And 
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going a little farther, he threw himself on the ground and prayed that, 

if it were possible, the hour might pass from him. 36He said, “Abba, 

Father, for you all things are possible; remove this cup from me; yet, 

not what I want, but what you want.” 37He came and found them 

sleeping; and he said to Peter, “Simon, are you asleep? Could you not 

keep awake one hour? 38Keep awake and pray that you may not come 

into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is 

weak.” 39And again he went away and prayed, saying the same 

words. 40And once more he came and found them sleeping, for their 

eyes were very heavy; and they did not know what to say to 

him. 41He came a third time and said to them, “Are you still sleeping 

and taking your rest? Enough! The hour has come; the Son of Man is 

betrayed into the hands of sinners. 42Get up, let us be going.  See, my 

betrayer is at hand.”

You called followers to tend Jesus’ body in death. Sustain hospice workers and 

funeral directors. Bless this congregation’s ministries at times of death: those who 

plan and lead funerals, those who prepare meals, all who offer support in grief. Hear 

us, O God.

Here other intercessions may be offered. 

You inspired the centurion to confess Jesus as your Son. We praise you for the faith 

you have given to people of all places and times. Give us also such faith to trust the 

promises of baptism and, with them, to look for the resurrection of the dead.

Arrest                              (Sparks Bible pg 470) Mark 14:43-50 
 

 43Immediately, while he was still speaking, Judas, one of the twelve, 

arrived; and with him there was a crowd with swords and clubs, from the 

chief priests, the scribes, and the elders. 44Now the betrayer had given 

them a sign, saying, “The one I will kiss is the man; arrest him and lead 

him away under guard.” 45So when he came, he went up to him at once 

and said, “Rabbi!” and kissed him. 46Then they laid hands on him and 

arrested him. 47But one of those who stood near drew his sword and struck 

the slave of the high priest, cutting off his ear. 48Then Jesus said to them, 

“Have you come out with swords and clubs to arrest me as though I were a 

bandit? 49Day after day I was with you in the temple teaching, and you did 

not arrest me. But let the scriptures be fulfilled.” 50All of them deserted 

him and fled.
